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Craters of the Moon

Before Apollo 14 astronauts traveled to
the Moon, they first traveled to Craters of
the Moon National Monument to explore
the lava landscape. The astronauts learned
about rocks and volcanic geology at the
monument and used their training at
Craters of the Moon to help them identify
the most important rock samples from the
lunar surface to bring back to Earth for
scientific study.

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Space Launch System

Getting to the Moon requires a powerful rocket to overcome the pull of Earth’s
gravity. NASA is building the Space Launch System, or SLS, a powerful rocket
that will carry astronauts and heavy cargo to the Moon! SLS will launch the
Orion spacecraft from Kennedy Space Center in Cape Canaveral, Florida.
Orion will keep astronauts safe hundreds of thousands of miles from home,
where getting back to Earth takes days.
